
Alex “Red” Campbell, while shot down behind enemy lines, managed to escape with the help of 
the French Resistance, and returned home in October 1944. Unknown to either Campbell or 
Johnston, they spent the 50 years following the war living in Ontario less than 40 kms from each 
other.
